Paul   : You mean the Hari Raya parcel?
Hani : Yes, that's right. Is there a difference between hampers and parcels?
Paul : Yes, there is. Parcel is a word that comes from English which means "something that has been wrapped". This means that parcel refers to all objects sent by someone, it can be raw goods, documents, food, or other goods. As long as it is neatly wrapped using paper, then the item is called a parcel.
Hani : Then what is a hamper?
Paul : Hamper also comes from English which means basket. Hampers are gifts that are identical to the use of baskets made of rattan. Well, in English-speaking countries, packages that are packaged in brown paper, whether they contain food, drinks, clothes, or documents are usually called parcels. While gift items that are beautifully arranged on an open basket are called hampers.
Hani : Oh, so that's the difference. I just found out now.
Paul : Yes, apart from that, the treatment given is different. Hampers are a type of gift that requires more sensitive treatment than parcels. When entered in the shipping process, it can hardly be combined with other goods. This gift must not be damaged or collided with other objects. In contrast with parcels that do not have to get  certain treatment and can be sent together with other goods.
Hani : Then, is there any difference apart from the terms and treatment, Paul?
Paul : Yes, the impression shown is also different. Hampers are  considered to have a more intimate, personal, and private impression compared with parcels. Both parcels and hampers are usually sent with greeting cards. However, greeting cards are almost usually accompanied by writing the sender's intention in giving the hamper. In contrast, parcels are sometimes sent without a greeting card.
Hani : So, it can be interpreted that the parcel has a more general nature and does not have a personal, private, or intimate impression. This is because parcels are considered more as ordinary packages that are sent in a more general way, such as by post or by logistics services in general.
Paul  : Yes, you are right, Hani.
